	Connection


	Yesterday we spent time getting to know our classroom library.  Today I am going to show you how you can go to our classroom library and swap your book bag/box books for new ones.
	

	Explicit Instruction


	I have noticed that some of you have finished reading the books in your books bag/box.  
Model your classroom procedures for swapping books.  Procedures may include the day and times that books may be swapped, how students should decide which books to keep and which books to exchange, etc.


	

	Guided Practice
	Make a class chart emphasizing what students should do when changing books in their book bag/box.  Post chart in classroom.
	

	Send Off [for Independent Practice]
	For the rest of this year, I want you to remember how to swap books in our classroom.  When you go to your reading spot today, you will be reading the books from your book bag/box. A few minutes before independent reading ends, I will ask you to put your books into two piles; books to keep and books to swap.  [End independent reading a few minutes early and remind children to sort their books into two piles.]
	

	Group Share
	Bring your two piles of books to the rug.  Let’s share some of the things you noticed today when you put your books into the two piles.  [Have some children share how they sorted their books or have a turn and talk so all children can have an opportunity to tell a buddy how they sorted their books.]
