	Materials

	Connection


	Yesterday, we learned how important it is to respect other readers so that everyone can do their best reading and thinking.
	

	Explicit Instruction


	Today, I’m going to teach you how important it is to know what kind of reader you are.  Good readers know what kinds of books they like to read and they know why they want to read.  Knowing yourself as a reader helps you to make good choices when it is time to pick out books to read.  These are some books that I am reading.  What do these books tell you about me as a reader?

Teacher briefly shows and discusses the books that s/he is currently reading.

Now turn and talk to a partner about what you noticed about me as a reader.  [Allow about 1 minute for partners to share ideas.]

Did anyone notice something about me as a reader that you would like to share? 


	

	Guided Practice
	Now I want you to think about yourself as a reader.  What kinds of books do you like to read?  Why do you like to read?  Turn and talk to a partner about what kind of reader you are.  Try to start your conversation with the words, “I am a reader who...”  [Allow about 1 - 2 minutes for partners to share ideas.]


	

	Send Off [for Independent Practice]
	Knowing what kind of reader you are will help you to make good choices for independent reading books.  Before you begin independent reading today, make sure that you have books that are a good match for you and the kind of reader that you are.  If your books are not a good match, take a minute to pick new books from the basket of books at your group.  

	

	Group Share
	Let’s share some things you learned about yourself as a reader today.  Did you learn anything about yourself that surprised you?
