	Focus Lesson Topic
	We are all readers!

	Materials
	Chart paper and markers for anchor chart titled “I am a reader.”  The title can already be written on the top.  



	Connection


	Yesterday we learned that …

Today I am going to teach you some different ways you can read a book.  Then we’ll make an anchor chart to hang in our room to remind us of different ways that readers can read books.



	Explicit Instruction


	There are lots of ways that readers can read books.  When I read you a book in school or your family reads you a book, we usually read the words on the page and show you the pictures.  So one way readers read books is by reading the words.  I’ll write that on our anchor chart.  Write “I can read the words” on your chart.  But sometimes, a reader can’t read the words.  Sometimes the words are too hard.  Sometimes a reader is tired.  Sometimes a reader just wants to enjoy the pictures.  Has that ever happened to you?

There are many ways that readers can read books and I’d like to teach you some of those ways today.  

I brought some of my books from home that I like to read, but I don’t usually read the words when I read these books.  Display a few non-fiction books of your own with lots of pictures such as a cookbook, a book about an animal or gardening, or a book about a place you have visited or would like to visit with many pictures in it.  This is a book I love to read, but when I read it, I really like to look at the pictures.  Show some of the pictures.  I love this book because……..  Another book I brought to show you is………… and I love this book because………   So, the way I really read these books is by looking at the pictures.  Let’s add that to our anchor chart.  I can look at the pictures.  Add that to anchor chart.  Another way readers sometimes read books is by telling a story with the pictures.  I’ll show you.  I am going to pretend that I am a first grader and I don’t know how to read the words in this book.  Hold up a book with a familiar fairy tale in it.  Demonstrate telling the story by using the picture… not the words.  So you see that readers can also TELL the story by remembering and using pictures, so let’s add that to our chart.  Write “I can use my memory.”  Sometimes a reader wants to learn how to read a special book.  Do you have a special book that you are learning to read?  Well sometimes a reader looks at words in a book and tries to find words they know.  Hold up a children’s book.  If I was a first grader, I might take this book and look for words I know.  I can read the word the and a and it and I think this is the word…..  So on our chart I will also add “I can look for words I know.”  Let’s read our anchor chart to remind us of different ways that readers can read books.  Read the anchor chart to the children.


	Guided Practice
	Turn and tell a partner one way that a reader can read a book.


	Send Off [for Independent Practice]
	Now it is time for independent reading.  Today I would like you to be thinking about how you are reading the book.  Point to your anchor chart.  Are you remembering a story while you look at the pictures?  Are you looking for words you know?  Are you reading by looking at the pictures?  When we meet at group share, you will bring a book back to the rug and tell a partner how you read it.



	Group Share
	During our focus lesson today, we learned about different ways that readers can read books and we made this anchor chart to remind us that we can all be readers even if we can’t read all the words yet.  Turn and talk to a partner.  Show them a book you read today during independent reading and tell then how you read it.  You may want to verbally and/or visually give the students a talking prompt such as “I read this book by______________.”  Keep your anchor chart up and add to it if you and your class think of more ways to read.




Your anchor chart might look something like this.

I am a reader!

I can read the words.

I can remember the story.

I can use pictures.

I can look for words I know.
