Focus Lesson Planning Sheet

	Focus Lesson Topic
	What is an anchor chart?

	Materials
	Several anchor charts from previous lessons, particularly those giving instructions or procedures on how to do something



	Connection


	Over the past few days we have been talking about the kind of things we need to do during RW to become better readers and to share our ideas about books together.



	Explicit Instruction


	Today we are going to think something that has been a part of many of our conversations.  You know that often, while we have been learning something at Focus Lesson, I have been making a chart from your ideas.  I record the ideas you share while we are talking about whatever it is we are learning.  Here are some of the charts we have made together.  
Reread some of the titles of the charts out loud.  

These charts help us remember what we were thinking when we made them.  For example, I remember what we were thinking about and learning about when we made this chart.
 Choose one of the charts and review the concepts that you talked about when the chart was created.

By going back and looking at this chart and reading this chart again, it reminds me of the important learning we did that day.  In fact, that’s why we have these charts in our room.  When you need to remember something we learned, you can go back and look at the chart we created about that learning.  These charts are called “anchor charts” because as we go sailing through RW this year, they can always be an “anchor” to us to hold us steady on some learning we did earlier.  They are a great tool to remember to use when you are reading or working in RW.



	Guided Practice
	Now it’s your turn.  Here is another chart we created together.  Turn and talk to a partner, telling each other about what we talked about and learned about when we made this chart.


	Send Off [for Independent Practice]
	Now you will be going off to do Independent Reading. Walk quietly to your reading spot. While you are reading or working in RW today and from now on, remember that you can always look at the anchor charts to remind you of what we learned before.  



	Group Share
	Did anyone use an anchor chart for any remembering while they were working and reading today?

Turn and talk to a partner about why we have anchor charts hanging in our room and what we should use them for.
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
