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Writers’ Workshop in Kindergarten
This year, Writers’ Workshop will begin to be implemented in all classrooms throughout the district.

What is Writers’ Workshop?

Writers’ Workshop is a research-based approach that addresses the needs of all students in the class. WW begins with a focus lesson where the teacher explicitly models a particular writing strategy or skill. After the focus lesson, the students write independently to practice the strategy or skill. During independent writing, students are composing their own stories that are self-selected and relate to a particular unit of study. The teacher confers with students during independent writing to be sure they are successful in their practice and to provide 1:1 instruction around any particular needs. Sometimes, the teacher may work with a small group of students who have similar needs during independent writing. Finally, WW ends with a group share to summarize the important understandings of the lesson.

What is my child learning in Writers’ Workshop? 

During the fall of Kindergarten, students are learning about early writing concepts and are engaged in a variety of shared writing and interactive writing experiences. During the later part of the school year, your child will be drafting, revising, editing, and publishing his/her own stories related to a particular genre such as personal narrative or a form of nonfiction.
