	Connection


	Yesterday, we learned about…



	Explicit Instruction


	Today, I’m going to teach you how important it is to respect other readers during independent reading.  Good readers practice reading every day.  Athletes practice, musicians practice, and readers practice.  We practice reading to become the best readers we can be.  We need a quiet time in our classroom for all of us to do our reading work.  Independent reading is a time to sit quietly and read our books.  Everyone will have a special spot that you can get to quickly and quietly.  Once independent reading time begins, we should just be reading and thinking about our reading.  Let me show you how. 

I am going to pretend it is independent reading time and I am going to show you how I practice reading and thinking about my reading.  I want you to watch me and think about what I am doing and how I am working.  After, I am going to ask you to describe what I did.

Model:  Model moving quickly to an assigned independent reading spot.  Sit down, organize your books, and begin reading.  Demonstrate slowly turning the pages, looking at the picture, and reading the words.  Once you “read” the first book, model how you would reread the book or begin a new book.

	Guided Practice
	I am going to pretend it is independent reading time and I am going to show you how I practice reading and thinking.

Let’s make up some rules for independent reading time to help remind us what we should do during this time in our classroom.  Who can tell me what we should see or hear during this time?

Make a class chart emphasizing what students should do during independent reading.  Post chart in the classroom.
