	Connection


	We have been having readers’ workshop for several days now and you are doing a terrific job!  So far, everyone has sat at their tables (or desks) for Readers’ Workshop.  But sometimes, readers don’t like to sit at tables, they like to choose a special reading spot.
	

	Explicit Instruction


	There are many different places for readers to enjoy their books.  Some readers enjoy sitting up at a table and reading, and some readers enjoy sitting on the floor.  Some readers like to sit near other readers and some readers like to find a spot where they are all alone so they are not distracted by other readers.  In Readers’ Workshop, readers make their own decisions.  Today, you will need to decide where you would like to read.  Are you the kind of reader that likes to sit at a desk?  Are you the kind of reader that likes to sit on the rug?  Today, you need to make that decision.
	

	Guided Practice
	Look around the room.  Then close your eyes, and picture where in the room you can do your best reading work.  [Give students time to visualize.] 
	

	Send Off [for Independent Practice]
	Today, after you get your book bag/box, go to a spot that you think will be a good reading spot for you.  Once you pick a spot, you can’t leave it though.  Not today.  Tomorrow you will get a chance to try another spot.  When reading today think about if the spot you chose is good for you or not.  When we come back together we will share about what makes a spot a good place to read and concentrate and what doesn’t make a spot such a good choice.
