	Yesterday we learned….
Today we’re going to learn all about the print we see in books.

	Explicit Instruction


	As you have noticed we’ve learned a lot about sounds, letters, and words. You’ve noticed that I’ve done a lot of reading to you. We’ve read lots of big books, songs, short stories, and nursery rhymes. You may have noticed that books are made up of words and pictures. The pictures show us what is happening in the story while the words tell us exactly what’s going on. The words are chosen carefully by the author and as readers it’s so important that we pay close attention to the words so that we know and develop an understanding of the story. 

Today I’m going to show you how to find the print in a story. All you need to do to find print is to look for all the words that are written. There can be print on the front cover, on different pages of a book, and even on the back of a book. 


	Guided Practice
	I’ve selected this particular big book to use with you today. It’s called ______. Watch me point to the print on the front cover of the book. This print tells me the title of the story and who wrote the story. Now I’m going to open to the first page. I notice that there are pictures and words on this page. Can someone tell me which is the print? Is it the pictures or the words on the page?



	Send Off [for Independent Practice]
	Now I am going to keep turning the pages of this book and I’m going to ask different students to come up and point to the print that they see on each page.

Teacher calls on students to locate print on various pages.


	Group Share
	Now that we finished reading and pointing to all the print we saw from this book, can someone remind us why it’s important to notice the print of a book?
