	Materials
	Nursery Rhyme – One, Two, Buckle My Shoe

Story written on chart paper, Markers, pencils, scissors, glue

Strategy Center – matching pictures that rhyme

Book Center – Putting the parts of the nursery rhyme in order, sequencing activity

Topic Center – Reading other nursery rhymes 


	Connection

1 minute
	Yesterday we talked about rhymes. Today we’re going to continue our work on rhyming with nursery rhymes. 


	Explicit Instruction

5-10 minutes


	We’ve been doing lots of work with rhyming words for the past few days. As a reminder, rhyming words are words that have the same sound ending. For example, the words “no” and “toe” rhyme. Other examples are: bye-eye, bear-hair, peach-beach, fin-chin 

Teacher shares rhyming examples emphasizing same sound endings


	Guided Practice

5 minutes
	Now we’re going to engage in a shared reading activity with the nursery rhyme “One, Two, Buckle My Shoe.” I’m going to begin by reading it aloud to you and then we’ll practice it together as a class.

Teacher reads nursery rhyme aloud to students

Students and teacher read in unison (choral reading)
Now we’re going to play a game where you all become detectives. Our job is to search this nursery rhyme and look for any rhyming words. When we find a match we’re going to circle it. I’ll begin by showing you two words I found that rhyme. 

Teacher searches through nursery rhyme and circles words (two, shoe)

What are some rhyming matches that you can find?
It is suggested to use different colored markers to show the different rhyming pairs within the nursery rhyme. (two – shoe, four – door, six – sticks, eight – straight, ten – again)



	Send Off [for Independent Practice]


	Now you will be going off to different literacy centers in the classroom. Don’t worry – you will all have an opportunity to visit each of the centers at some point, so don’t rush to get through all of them today. I want to see your best work.

The first center (strategy center) is where you will be working on matching different pictures that rhyme.

The second center (book center) is where you will have the opportunity to reread the nursery rhyme “One, Two, Buckle My Shoe” and then sequence the poem in order.

The last center (topic center) is where you will get to read other nursery rhymes.
