	The past few days you have been listening to lots of different stories. Today I’m going to tell you about all about read-alouds.



	Explicit Instruction


	A read-aloud is a special time of our day when I get to read aloud to all of you. It’s a way for me to share different kinds of literature with you. Some times I will read aloud picture books and short stories while other times I may read aloud poems, songs, and/or nursery rhymes. My job during a read-aloud is to simply read aloud great stories to you. At times I may also stop and ask you to think about something that just happened. Your job during the read-aloud is to listen and think about what is happening. 
We will have read-aloud time each day of school. During this time it’s important for all of you to be able to hear me reading the story. In order for this to happen, your job is to sit on the rug and do your very best listening. 


	Guided Practice
	Now we are going to practice sitting quietly so that you can all listen to this story.
Teacher has students sit on floor and waits for students to sit quietly.
