
	Focus Lesson Topic
	Good readers merge their thinking with new learning.

	Materials
	Any nonfiction text, anchor chart titled “Language that Signals New Learning”, sticky notes

	Connection


	We have been talking about the importance of making connections in our reading. Sometimes when we read, we realize we have few connections or, we realize our connections might not be accurate. This happens often when we read nonfiction. Today I’ll show you how to recognize when there is something new to be learned when reading..

	Explicit Instruction


	Usually, we read nonfiction to learn something new. What we learn depends on what we already know and how well we already connect with the text. When we read nonfiction, we recognize some things that we already know and some things we don’t. I know I’ve learned something new when the voice in my head says “Wow! I didn’t know that!” When I hear words like that in my head, I know I’ve learned something new. Listen as I read this nonfiction piece and let’s see what happens if learn anything new. (Read aloud from the text.) Wow! I didn’t know the whale shark was the biggest shark! I always thought the Great White Shark was the largest! I have to reread that again because the voice in my head makes me think this is something new I am learning. (Reread the passage.) Yes…that is definitely new information for me. I am going to take this sticky note and mark it with the letter “L” for “learn.”  Now I’m going to write “I never knew the whale shark was the largest shark.” I’m going to place this sticky in the text where I learned this fact. (Continue modeling this process, uncovering 3-4 new things you are “learning” from the text.) I notice certain kinds of words as part of my inner conversation each time I learned something new. These were words like “Wow!” and “I never knew…” Let’s record these kinds of words on our anchor chart. 

	Guided Practice
	Now let’s try it together.  I’m going to continue reading and you listen to see if you learn anything new. When you do, notice the words in your head that signal to you that you are learning something new. These could be words like those on our chart. (Read some of the text.) Now turn and talk to your partner about the words you heard in your inner conversation that signaled you were learning something new. (Ask pairs to share some of these words and add them to the chart. They may include words such as “Cool!”, “I was surprised…”, “No way!”, and “I didn’t know that.”)

	Send Off [for Independent Practice]
	For independent reading today, select a nonfiction piece from your bag and listen for the inner voice. Use a sticky note to keep track of new learning when you here these kinds of words from the chart in your head. 

	Group Share
	Have children discuss any new learning from their sticky notes.
