	Good readers share their own questions about their reading.

	Materials
	Any text, sticky notes

	Connection


	Yesterday we…Today we are going to think about questions we have as readers. Whenever we read, we have our own thoughts and connections that help us understand and enjoy a book. Questioning is a strategy that helps us think more deeply about our reading, what we think about our reading, and what we want to find out from our reading. 

	Explicit Instruction


	Listen as I think aloud about this new book I just got from the bookstore. Hmm…look at the cover. It’s called The Bee Tree by Patricia Polacco. I have a question about this book already. Why is the old man catching bees from all those flowers? I am also wondering about that tree in the background. Does he want the bees to live in the tree? (Begin reading and generating more questions.) Ahhh! This answers one of my questions. The grandpa just said a bee tree is where all the bees live and keep their honey. 
Many of our questions can be answered as we read. Thinking about our questions helps us pay attention to the story and understand it better.

	Guided Practice
	Now let’s try it together.  As I read some more of this book, see if you can come up with your own questions. 

Now turn and talk to a partner about one or two questions you had as I read. 

	Send Off [for Independent Practice]
	As you read independently today, I want you to think about what questions you have. Notice if any of your questions are answered as you read.

	Group Share
