	Good readers use sensory images to better understand the story.

	Materials
	Any book in which a reader can make sensory images

	Connection
	Yesterday we…..  Today we are going to learn more about how using sensory images helps us as readers. 

	Explicit Instruction

5-10 minutes


	Good readers make pictures in their mind while they read.  One reason is because it helps them to understand and remember the story. Watch and listen while I read this book.  I will tell you about my sensory images as we read and how making sensory images really helps me to understand the story. Listen closely, because when I finish the story, I will ask you to turn and talk to a partner about what you noticed about my sensory images.  Teacher reads a bit of the story.  Then pauses and tells students about the sensory image and how it is helping them to understand the story.  The teacher continues with this pattern several times.

	Guided Practice

3-5 minutes


	Did you notice all the sensory images I made as I read this story. Did you see how stopping and making all those images helped me to understand the parts in the book that made me feel confused?
Turn and talk to a partner about one sensory image I made and how it helped me to understand the story. 

	Send Off for Independent Reading
	Today I want you to continue to practice making sensory images as you read.  Stop and think about how those images help you to really understand the story, especially those parts that make you say “huh.” 


	Group Share

5 minutes


	Turn and talk to a partner about a sensory image you made during RW and how it helped you to understand the story.
