	Any poem or short passage of a book in which a reader can create rich sensory images

	Connection
	Yesterday we…..  Today we are going to practice putting lots of detail into our sensory images.

	Explicit Instruction

5-10 minutes


	Good readers make pictures in their mind while they read.  The best sensory images are the ones that have lots of details in our minds.  They have so much in them that we can really see the whole picture in our heads.  I am going to read you this shirt poem about ______ and then I am going to tell you about my sensory image which will be full of great details.  I am also going to draw my sensory image for you on this chart paper (or Smartboard) so you can really see what I am seeing.
Teacher will read the poem two or three times and then tell the children of their own sensory image in great detail.  The teacher will draw the sensory image with as much detail as she can.

	Guided Practice

3-5 minutes


	Now I want you to practice making sensory images that are full of detail.  I will read you a poem about _______.  As I read, I want you to make the best sensory image as you can right in your mind. Teacher reads poem and allows silent time for children to make a sensory image in their head.  Now, l will  read it again and ask you to use your pencil to sketch your image on paper.
