Winter Wonders
An activity for using poetic devices and figurative language to create sensory images

1. Compose four sentences or phrases, at least ten words in length, to describe winter wonders. The objective is use a variety of poetic devices and types of figurative language to create vivid sensory images of winter. Originality is encouraged. Your work must be approved before receiving the supplies for the project.
2. Design a Winter Wonders booklet to present the sentences or phrases that you have crafted.
3. Each student will be supplied with one piece of color construction paper, 5 squares of white paper, and a title page. 
4. Make four snowflakes using the instructions given in class (one extra square is given for practice purposes).
5. Glue the snowflakes and title page onto the color construction paper.
6. Add your sentences or phrases. These may be handwritten or generated from a computer.
7. Other creative touches maybe added to reflect the personality of the inspired writer.
