CURRICULUM
LEARNING OUTCOMES

7th Grade French
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Students will be able to exchange information on the first six
chapters of their text, Bon Voyage, which include the following topics :
· Expressing simple courtesies
· Days of the week and months of the year

· Telling time

· Describing oneself and someone else

· Discussing the school day and classes and comparing those in the United States to those in France

· Classroom objects

· Family members and relationships

· Home, neighborhood and town

· Basic food vocabulary and shopping for food

Students will practice reading, writing, listening to and speaking French.  Students will prepare a dialogue for each chapter of the text and will speak in French in front of the class without the benefit of notes.  At the end of each chapter there will be a test which covers  reading comprehension, writing, listening comprehension, and speaking.
8th Grade French
Students will review, recycle and expand upon basic structure, content and concepts that were presented in grade 7.  In addition, they will cover chapters 7-12 in Bon Voyage which include such topics as :
· Furnishings of the house
· Clothing

· Travel and transportaion by plane and by train
· Sports

· Weather, seasons and activities specific to certain seasons

· Daily routines

As 8th graders, students will read a 50 page novella entirely in French and will discuss this in French.  The content deals with teens in the United States and in France.

As in 7th grade, students will practice reading, writing, listening to and speaking French.  Students will prepare a dialogue for each chapter of the text and will speak in French in front of the class without the benefit of notes.  At the end of each chapter there will be a test which covers  reading comprehension, writing, listening comprehension, and speaking.  More will be expected of students in the 8th grade concerning length of writing and speaking and the tenses used.
At mid year, all students will take a placement test for Wachusett High School.  This test is made and graded by the High School teachers.  All four areas of study will be tested : listening comprehension, writing, speaking, and reading comprehension.
