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Hoot, Flush or Scat – Summer Flip Book Assignment
Your task is to read either the books Hoot, Flush or Scat by Carl Hiassen and prepare a flip book that illustrates important elements of literature as they appear in the story.  This assignment will be a starting point for work in both Mr. Purcell’s and Mr. Wahlstrom’s classes.  It will count for credit in both classes.  Use this Checklist for Success to get your “A!”
Flip Book Checklist for Success
Format - The Flip Book:
· must be hand made and created entirely by you.  

· must be no larger than 6” X 9”.

· must use appropriate language, vocabulary, correct spelling and proper grammar throughout.

· must include a cover with a picture depicting a scene you enjoyed, found interesting, or you feel was important in the book.

· The cover must include a creative title and your name.

· The cover may use a downloaded image or other picture, but a correctly formatted reference must be included.

Factual Content - The Flip Book includes:
·   6 pages plus a cover.  Three (3) of these pages must cover the following elements of literature.

· theme

· an environmental or ecological problem/conflict and resolution of the problem/conflict

· favorite part
· Three of the pages must include scientific information about the living organisms presented in the book.  Each page should have a picture of the organism (each book has at least one main and several other organisms that are mentioned) and the classification (all 7 levels) as well as the scientific name for the organism written correctly.  All the organisms in the book are native to Florida.  You also need to have a picture and the classification for another organism that is from the same order as the one from the book, but is native to Massachusetts. (Total of 6 organisms)  You must have at least 2 of the 6 kingdoms represented.
· Each page has a title with the element of literature or organisms it depicts.

· Each page has a hand drawn picture that represents the element in the book.  For the organisms native to Massachusetts the picture could be a photograph taken by you.
· Each element of literature pages includes a short caption “paragraph” that explains the picture and the element in the book.

Presentation – The flip book:

· is well made and shows obvious effort at making a quality product.

· Good workmanship and care are used in the construction of the flip book.
